Some Interpretive Keys:

The Judgments are sequential but 
concurrent.

The 7 Trumpet Judgments come out of 
the seventh Seal Judgment, and the 7 
Bowl Judgments come out of the seventh 
Trumpet Judgment.

Sixth Seal (6:12-14)–Catastrophic Disturbances

Seventh Seal (8:1-6)–The 7 Trumpet Judgments

6th Trump (9:13-21): 2nd Woe (2nd wave of demonic 
torture, 1/3 more of the earth’s population dead)

7th Trump (11:15-19): 3rd Woe (The 7 Bowl Judgments of
